Guidelines to request an embargo or exemption for thesis deposit in IRep 

There are instances where it is reasonable to request your thesis to be embargoed or exempt 
from submission to a repository. Common reasons seeking to restrict access include: 
 Confidentiality agreement  
 Inclusion of commercially sensitive material and/or honouring commercial contracts 

Negotiating a publishing contract whereby the publisher considers public access to 
jeopardise the intellectual property 
 

Major publishers (e.g. Elsevier, Wiley, Palgrave Macmillan, Sage) will accept publications 
derived from theses held in institutional repositories as they require significant revisions and 
reformatting for publication, so do not consider public availability a problem. Many publishers, 
however, do not state an explicit policy so you will need to contact them to discuss your 
situation. Download statistics from a publicly available thesis can be used to convince a 
publisher that there is a market for your research. 
 
If your work was funded by a research council or other funding body you should check their 
access requirements as there may be an expectation to make your thesis accessible online no 
later than 12 months after the degree is awarded. 
 
If an embargo or exemption request is approved, the University will make the thesis available 
if it considers that it can no longer maintain a successful defence of the restriction if 
challenged under the Freedom of Information Act 2000.  
 
Your request will be approved or rejected at the appropriate SRDC meeting. You should 
discuss your intention to make a request with your supervisor in the first instance. Provide 
evidence, where possible, to support your request. 
 
You will be notified of the outcome of your application for restricted access to your thesis by 
email by the Chair or servicing officer of the SRDC. If your request is approved, only the 
details of your thesis will be submitted to the repository. The full text will be made available 
after the embargo has expired. 
 
If approved the default embargo is 12 months; requests for longer embargoes may be 
considered providing evidence is provided to support the request.
